He offers up his rendition of Happy Birthday to a 

clubgoer, and breaks a sweat while he’s clad in a Tom Ford suit with President 

Rolex watch.

After he leaves at 2:25 a.m., he plans to keep the party going across town at the 

Foundation Room before heading to NYC by limo. 

“I’m very excited to be here, due to the fact that Atlantic City is very close to my 

home in the sense that I’m from NYC, so for me to be able to come to a venue like 

this makes me happy because I know it’s only 180 miles for me. It’s fun, and not 

too many times do you get to be in a place like this and host and enjoy the whole 

night.”
